People in
our laboratory (said: lab-orr-a tree) look at it under a microscope (said:
my-cro-scop). This helps the doctors work out how to look after you.

Doctors can take a biopsy from any part of the body. It might be a
sample of muscle or skin. It might be a tiny piece of part of inside your
body, like the kidney or lung.

The doctor will take the biopsy while you are under general anaesthetic
(said: ann-ess-thet-ick). This means you will not feel anything or know
what is happening.
